Undefeated In Conference

In a Smoky Mountain Con-
ference game played at Green-
ville, Milligan College won the
SMC title with a decisive win
over Laird Holt’s Tusculum crew.

It was Miliigan’s fifth confer-
ence win against no defeats. It
cinched the title for Coach La-
cey’'s cohorts.

In a sea of mud the Buffaloes
wallowed the Tusculum Pioneers
to the tune of 20-0.

Lacey’s boys kicked off to
Tusculum and after Tusculum
punted, marched straight down
the field for their first touchdown.
Williams’ try for extra was low.

Once again the Buffs kicked
off, Tusculum punted, and after
a few plays, Penny roared off-
tackle on a reverse and outran
the Pioneer secondary for the sec-
ond score. Showalter bucked
the line for the extra point.

In the second quarter, Milli-
gan drove straight down the
field for her third score. The
drive was sparked by Brummett
and Webb. Webb scored on a re-
verse. He converted the extra
point on a reverse also.

The rest of the game was a
series of drives by the Buffaloes
which bogged down when deep
in Tusculum territory. The Pio-
neers never seriously threatened.
The game had two spectacular
runs. One was Penny’s touch-
down jaunt; the other was Bur-
ton’s long return of a punt.

The Milligan line was out-
standing. Their defensive work
sparkled and they consistently
harried the Tusculum punter.
The work of Rice, Dagata, Jett,
Harmon, Lane and Co. was out-
standing.

The Buffs scored the first
touchdown shortly after the game
started. With first and ten on
the Wasps’ 32 yard line, Showal-
ter dropped back and threw a
pass to D’Agata, who ran across
from the 20 to score. Williams
kicked the extra point.

A few minutes later Milligan
had another touchdown to her

credit. With the ball on her own
45, Showalter shook loose for a
lengthy run and placed the ball
on the Wasps’ 23 yard line. Three
plays later Showalter sped
around end and scored, Again
Williams converted from place-
ment.

As the second quarter began
Coach Lacey’s second team was
in the ball game. The Buffs’
next score came after a 31 yard
dash by Penney had placed the
ball on Emory and Henry’s 33
yard line. Butler carried the ball
to the eleven, then made it a
first on Emory’s one foot line.
