Three members of the faculty
Miss Englc/ad, Miss Kester and
Professor Lodter visitcd European
count:ies th s summer.

M's3 Kester sailed June 29 on
the Normand'e- The vcyage lasted
four and one-half days. During her
fo.r days in Paris she visited the
Louvre, Paris Opera, Palace of
Ve.salles and the Folies Bergere.

From Paris she went to N 'ce and
Monte Carle and the Ital’an Rivera
and then to Rome, where she saw
the Coliseum, the Forum, the great
churches, and the Vatican which
heentains art—statuary and paint-
ings.

She vis'ted Flcrence and Venice;
in Mlan she visited the Gotaic
Cathedral and saw the painting of
the Last Supper. Aiter she had
crossed the Swiss Alps and vis'ted
G:3rmany, she sailed by steamer
down the Rhine and visited B.n-
gen and Cologne,

At Brussels in Belgium she saw
the lace factories and rema'ns of
the war ruins.

During a motor trlp through
Hclland she stopped at the Hague
where she visited the International
Peace Palace. After crossing the
English Channel by steamer, she
spent one and one-half weeks in
London. Later she visited Strat-
ford-on-Avon and in Scotland stop-
ped at Ed'nburg and Glascow. In
Edinburg she saw Princess St. and
Holyground House; in Glascow,
the Empire Exposition.

August 21 found her at home
again in New York C'ty.

Professor Lodter sailed July 13
on the “Normandle” and made a
tour of France from Paris to the
Mediterranean. He visited many
famous places of France history
‘and literature.

Just before arr'ving in Paris he
v'sited the ¢ld French abbey,
M:nt.

He spent one
week in Paris, took a trip through
the Alps, visitel Monte Carlo and
Nice. During the last week of h's
sojourn in Europe he v'sited rela-
tives at Strasbourg on the Franco-
German frontier.
