
Milligan cross country team 
unveils challenging schedule

Milligan's cross country team revealed 
a taxing schedule for the 2011 season on 
Monday as it attempts to continue the pro­
gram's storied history. 

The Buffaloes open the season against a 
tough NCAA Division II field on Saturday, 
Sept 10, at the Lenior-Rhyne Invitational at 
Soutmide Parkin Newtown, N.C. 

The Lenior-Rhyne women have captured 
the past two of the three South Atlantic Con­
ference (SAC) titles, while their male coun­
terparts finished second last season. 

The following weekend, Milligan, in con­
junction with Science Hill High School, will 
host the inaugural Bluegras.5 Cross Country 
Festival at Sycamore Shoals State Park. The 
event will feature the area's top collegiate 
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and high school athletes. 
The Buffaloes will open the month of 

October at the Greater Louisville Classic on 
Saturday, Oct 1. The even~ which is in its 
ninth year, is hosted by the NCAA D-I and 
Big East powerhouse University of Louisville 
and will feature over 100 of the nation's top 
teams. The event will be held at E.P. 'Tom' 
Sawyer State Park. The challenging course 
was the site of the 2010 NCAA Division I 
Southeast Regional Championship and 
host of this year's NCAA Division II Midwest · 
Regional Championships and the NCAA Di-
vision II National Championships. .
