The Unit•ed Chr'.s tian Missionary Convention of Disci­
ples of Christ , coverin g the New England States, New 
York, _Ne-:v Jer~ey, Pennsylvania, Delaware, Maryland and 
the D1stnct of Columbia, is doing little things in a big 
way. To read the program of the convention which was 
held at Mt. Olivet Church, Baltimore, July 5, 6 , 7. One 
would get the impression that the convention has 
churches in all of the above named States. The trut·h of 
~he matter is .this. The convention has only one church 
lil the District of Columbia, one in the Stat-e of Maryland 
one in the State o'f New Jersey, five in the State of NeV: 
York, none in the State of Pennsylvania, none in t-he 
Sta_te of Delaware , none in all of the New England States. 
which are Maine, New Hampshire, Vermont, Massachu­
setts , Rhole Island , Connecticut. 

They have a larg e field. but very little planted. They 
cover about 1rnlf a s many States on paper as their Na­
tional Convention covers otherwise. They have for their 
pr_es_ident a layman who does not know the problems of a 
numster nor the t-ouch. 

I hear~ the l_a!1~1an president in a public meeting of 
t-he convent10n cnt1c1ze one of his preachers after he had 
preached, by saying·, " you should have saved tnat sermon 

a nd preache d it on a cold· day i11 the winte1· . Your wife 
will be a widow if you continue to preach that way. " 

I have seen sununer dresses, summer suits, winter 
dresses , winter suits ; but I have never heard of summer 
and winter sermons before. I thought of what the Apos­
tle Paul said, "Preach the word; be instant in season, out 
of season." No one knows preaching like a preacher. 

The layman president in his annual message to the 
con vent.ion had more to say about- Hitler, Mussolini . 
.:(loosevelt, New Deal, Black Market, OPA, than he had to 
say about Jesus Christ, whom the convention was suppose 
to have been representing. We hear and read enough 
over the radio and newspapers about OPA , Black Market-, 
New Deal, etc. vVhen we go to church let us hear about 
Christ. . 

· It appeared to me that the layman president's speech 
· was borrowed from Senator Bilbo, of Mississippi, or some 

on e of. t-hat tribe. Because the layman president s~id. 
"That the New Deal died in Warm Springs, Ga. , and was 
bm·ied in Hyde Park, N . Y." 

Just look around , Brother President, and you will 
behold some of the progress our race made under thP 
'·New Deal." 

The New Deal may be "both dead and buried ," but: 
" his supulchre is with us unto this day." 

The layman president told his delegat·es that "the> 
ehurch should be broad and ·not narrow." 

H e failed to tell his dele11;ates that the church Chris t 
es tablished is "narrow." 

Christ said, "Straig·ht is the gate. and NARROW is 
t h e way, which leacleth unto life; for wide is the gate , 
and broad is the way, that leadeth to destruction, and 
many there be which go in thereat." 

He failed to tell his delegates , that the Founder of 
the Church is so narrow, until H e said , . "Except a man 
he born of water and of the Spirit , he cannot enter into 
th e kingdom of God." 

The layman president did not ask the editor of Th e 
Chris tia n I'nfonner to even say good evening to his many 
fri e nds whom he pastored , baptized , married . etc. , over a 
period of twenty years. 

\Vhen asked about his action, his reply was , "I did 
not: want my convention torn up." 

The layman president seems to have realized the 
fact that a baby can tear up almost anything that is mad e 
of paper, but a Christ-centered Convent·ion, built of th e 
Spiritual Rock , the editor of The Christian Informer , nor 
" the gates of hell shall prevail against it." 

The convention had some good points. I had some 
good friends there. Those whom I talked with said, that 
they had good weather for the convention , and that it was 
held in a good city, and I know that the program was 
p1·inted on good paper.

THI<"J PLACJ<"J OF CHRIS'l'IAN BAPTISM

Text: "Suffer it to be so now for thus it becoineth 
us to fulfill all righteousness."- Matt. 3: 15 . • 

There is probably no item o'f faith over which there 
has been more discussion than over t·he question of bap­
tism; nor has any question caused more bitterness and 

strlfe amon g professed followers of Chris t than the bap­
tism a l question. 

It has been a source of division in the religious world 
for many centuries , and today the controversy still rages, 
however, with less bitterness. The reason for this seems 
to be that every day men are coming to realize the "One 
Lord , one Faith and one Baptism," and have begun to 
"search the Script-ures" in an effort to determine the 
place of Christian baptism. \Ve are told in the word of 
God to use "all Scripture for doctrine," but instead we 
pride ourselves on using some Scripture to prove our 
doct:l'ine. 

The great need of our time is the simple reading of 
the life of Jesus. One of the reasons there are so many 
new fads in religion is that men are ignorant of the life 
of Jesus and what he teaches in the New Testament· 
Scriptures. Moreover in dealing with the baptismal ques­
tion w e need to make manifest a love that "thinket-11 no 
evil and seeketh not her own." If this were done much 
of the discussion as to the place of baptism would soon 
disappear. If Christ is our authority in matters pertaining 
to salvation , then let us obey Him in all that He teaches. 
H He is not our authority, then why obey Him in any­
thing that _He teaches? In such case we ought t-o seek 
other Christs and dethrone the one we have. 

The words of our text were spoken by Jesus Himself 
as He came to be baptized of John in Jordon. The 
Mastel' felt that baptism was so essential that even He 
Himself would have lacked in righteousness had He not 
submitted to John's baptism. 

·when we stand before the people to preach baptism, 
we do not do so as t-he i·epresentative of any church, for 
baptism is not necessarily a church ordinance, nor does It 
belong· to any sect. Any believer in Christ has a right to 
be baptized ·and no minister can deny him that right·, for 
baptism belongs to Christ· and we preach it as His repre­
senatives. The minister who says he has no authority to 
baptize, neither has any authority to preach at all, for 
the same command t·hat says to "teach" says to "baptize" 
al so. Remember the great commission? 

From time to time I am confronted with the following 
or some similar question: 
wit·hout being baptized? 

Do you think one can be saved 
I usually answer tlie question 

by asking two other questions: First , can one get into 
the Church of Christ without baptism? Second, can one 
be saved out of the Church of Christ? If we can't· get 
into the church without- baptism, we can't be saved with­
out it, for we can't be saved out of the church. Many 
people have started on their way to heaven who have 
never gotten int·o the church-going from the world to 
heaven , poor fellows. They don't even know that one 
must go from the church to heaven. 

The words of Jesus teaches us that one cannot get 
into the church without being "born of water," for He 
said to Nicodemus, "Except a m_an be born of water and 
of the spirit he cannot enter the kingdom of God ." Yes. 
I know the "kingdom of God" as used in the Scriptures 
has various meanings. But if it means heaven or t-he 
church its all the same-you can't enter without being 
"born of water." If being "born D'f water" isn't baptism, 
I will welcome explanations as to what· it is. If the 
writer was wrong when he said "For as many of you as 
were baptized into Christ did put on Christ," then I t·hinll 
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the peop le ought to know it . 

vVhil e Jesus was on earth H e co uld save a ma n in 
any _way He saw fi t. H e co uld say to one, "Thy sins are 
to r g1ven th ee,' or to anoth er , "Tak e up thy bed ancl 
walk ." Bu t toda y His voice has been stilled. He no 
longer speaks to m eri as He on ce did, but He h as m ad e 
a will, the New Testa ment, a nd has writ te n in to this will 
the terms on whi ch His bl essings s ha ll be distributed . 
Tllis will , like a ll other s , co uld noL be in force until after 
the dea th of its maker. · 

Today His will is in for ce a nd no m a n has authority 
to c_hange the t erms of His will. I dare not say wha t. 
Chnst can't do. I simply preach th e terms of His will. 
If H e chooses to save a. man on fai th a lone t hat's His 
business. If H e chooses to g iv e sa.ivation on \~arks a. lone. 
that 's s t ill His bu sin ess. But He command ed m e to preach 
ta1th , r epentance, confession and baptis m , a nd I 'm not 
ta lnng a cha.nee on p r eaching anythin g more or Jess. 

No , t hese steps don't put one in heaven , any ;erson 
who has a ny knowledge of the e pis tl es of Paul a nd other 
New Testament writers kno w this very we ll. These steps 
makes one a memb e r of or "adds" one t o the church. It 
is up t:o th a t person then to "work " out hi s so ul sa lva­
t 10n with fear and tremblin g before God. 

"TI:ose m en a nd church es who are preaching and 
pract1c111g a gospel less than w hich is wl'itten should 
spend more tim e with the word of God in order to learn 
the trut-h as it is in Christ Jesus. Onl y wh en m en know 
th e word of God a nd ad here stubb or n ly to it , will Christ's 
p r aye r "th at we mi ght a ll be on e " be r ea lized. 

In old-time the people wha tever gave rise, 
vVent out to th e rivers a nd creeks to baptize ; 
Th ey buri ed , they planted, of the water were born. 
Their rise f rom th e g r ave was a. bi r th day morn.

to th e National Convention in Lexington , Ky. , without 
bein g invited by the Presiden t of t h e National Conve n­
tion. If t he Secreta ry of t he Nation a l Convent-ion is 
a gainst open membership, th e U. C. M. S. President 
should do th e same in this case. He should trea t a ll 
a like. Like General Gran t hun g aro und Richmond durin g 
the Civil War, the U. C. M. S. Presid ent hun g a round 
the Lexingto n Nationa l Convent ion until the President 
of t-h e Nationa l Convention was voted out o-r offi ce . 

Afte1· the President of the National Convention had 
!"ou g h t open m embership , a nd th e United Christian Mis­
sionary Society's policy for peop le of his r ace a nd was 
voted out of office; the President' of the United Christian 
Missionary Society lef t th e Conven t ion without say in ?," 
.2:ood-bye to t h e VOTED OUT President. The National 
Conven t ion spli t- before th e Pres id e n t o[ the Un ited Chris­
tian Missionary Soci ety got bac k to his bu sy offi ce in 
Indiana. The Nation a l Convention w ent on very well 
t h e m any years t hat the U. C. M. S. Presid ent stayed 
away. Our m e n were preachin g t h e doctrine o( th e 
church and makin g th emsel ves FRE:E F'ROM U. C. M. S. 
BONDAGE. 

vVe quote in part -from a lette r t h e Pres id ent of th e 
National Convention received from the Presid ent of th e 
United Christ-ia n Missionary Society, dated October 6 , 
J 943 , one of th e many years the 1l . C. M. S . President 
stayed away from th e Convent ion. Thi s letter is sign ed 
by the President of the U. C. M. S.: 

" My Dea r Brother Tay lor: 

"l am so happ y to lear n t-hat yo u have bee n re-el ected 
as President of the National Convention. I know thi~ 
m eans t hat th·e work will go forward as it ha s been going· 
so well under your leadership . Somehow the word has 
reached me that you are planning to h ave a meeting 01· 

either the Execu tive Committee, or some other s pecia l 
inner group in Indianapolis the last week in October . 
I should like very much to h ave an opportunity of talkin g 
with you concerning our own plans in the United Society.· ,

When I r ead the letter I wondered what m ade th e 

U. C. M. S. President. "so happy to lea rn " of my "re-elec­
tion," when h e kn ew a nd everybody kne w that for the 
past twenty yea r s, I have fought open m e m bernhip and 
the U. C. M. S. 

I did not go to Indianapolis to talk with him about 
"United Society plans" for th e National Convention of 
which I was presid ent. I got my plans from Christ and 
t-h e New Testame nt. 

vVhen I saw th e U. C. M. S. President w a lk into t h e 
National Convention in Lexington without an invitation 
from me as presid ent. vVhe n I saw him smilin g and 
shaking h a nds with everybody except m e. vVhe n I saw 
men whom I had not met in Na tional Convention for 
twenty consecutive years give m e a cold should er. Whe11 
I saw men who were members of my Advisory Council 
afraid to talk with me if the U. C. M. S. President was in 
s ig·J1t , I knew th e n that the presid en cy of the Na.b ona! 
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Convent.ion would be.. takon fr om m o and g iven Lo so m e­
one who would obey t h e U. C. M. S. and · 1ceep silent oi1 
the question of open m embership. 

l kn ew that- my hours as president w er e "numbered ." 
I knew that "the axe is laid unto the root of the trees: 
therefore every tree which bringeth not forth good ( U. 
C. M . S.) fruit· is hewn down." 

I knew that the tim e of my departure is (was) at 
hand . I knew I had "kept the faith." 

In speaking of the U. C. M. S. President being at t h e 
Le.x:(ngton Convention, The Christian Plea, which is partly 
supported financially by the U. C. M. S., said in the Octo­
be r·, 1944 , issue: "President of the U. C. M. S. was the 
typical Democrat at home. You know, he is a son of the 
bloody hunting ground Kentucky. He showed he was 
full of the spirit of brotherly love . He showed that the 
impact of the war had given him A STRATEGY WHICH 
BROUGHT RESULTS." 

The September, 1944 , issue of The Christian Plea 
Jwci. this to say about the Convention: 

" The re was much contention over doctrin e, ope n 
m embership , and segr egation , but the "Peace" forc1~s 
were strong enough to quiet the storm and move on. 
Presid ent "Baltimore" Taylor served the Brotherhood for 
two years. H e was the most active and vigorous president 
that the Negro Brotherhood ever had. The fact that he 
influenced eleven churches to give $100.00 each and one 
church to give $200.00 was a huge task to be accom­
plished.

" It was at Columbus that we received definite assur­
a nce- th_at the hopes , aims and aspirations of the Taylors, 
H e rods, Dickersons and others of 2 6 years ago would 
become .a reality." Minutes of 19 4 3, National Conven­
tion. 

"The President's message was great and soul-stir­
ring, charges with a. ringing plea for loyalty and devotion 
to the Faith and Doctrine of the Church."- 1943 Minutes 
of Na tional Convention. 

"President W. H. (Baltimore) Taylor is on the firing 
line. It is rumored that much opposition is gathering 
from the younger element of our brotherhood against 
Elder Taylor. Let it be known that the old stalwarts are 
backing Elder . Taylor for President for the durat'ion and 
longer. He is fighting for the life of the church. He is 
rigorously opposed to the modernist. Let all old stand­
bys come to the Convention. Let's keep Taylor as our 
President. These modernists want to wipe out the old 
leadership . They cannot and must not do it. The Plea 
is backing Elder Taylor and his program. Come to th e 
Convention ready to fight for what we have and thus do 
not lose what we h ave."- Christian Plea, June , 1944 . 

"The mee tin g sh.owed the r es ults of the commend-

a hie and constructive work whi ch is be ing done by our 
President, W . · H. (Baltimore) Taylor, for the churches 
throu ghout th e brot_!1erhood . He has emphasized with 
all of his power the pre-eminence of the 'faith. once for all 
delivered unto the saints," and this emphasis is on t-he 
New Testament teachings as the only rule of faith and 
practice comes at a most opportune time . The President 
should receive the hearty support• and endorsement of 
the entire brotherhood ; _because of the outstanding piece 
of work whi ch he is doing."-:-The Christian Plea, June , 
19 44. 

" We have a great· leader at the head of our National 
Conve nt·ion; let us give him our complete support."­
The Christian Plea, December, 1942 . . . 

"Taylor _Closes Successful Presidency; $4,000.00 
Raised." Front-page headline, The Christian Plea, Sep­
tember , 1944. ; 

Time an~ space would •fail me to publish the many 
letters a nd public statements made by men and women in 
HIGH PLACES , commending my administration. I never 

·. received a leHe1' from any Advisory Council, . Officers of 
the Convention nor any member . of th e Convention con­
demning m y administration; therefore, - I allowed my 
na.m e to be submitted for re-election. 

I often read wha t Paul said in second Timothy 4 : 14 , 
Alexander , the coppersmith, did me much evil: the Lord 
reward him according to his works . 

Sometime I think of Acts 13-9: 10: 11. "Then Saul 
( who also is called Paul) filled with the Holy Ghost , 
set his eyes on him, and said , 0 ·full of all subtility and 
a ll mischief, thou child of the devil, thou enemy of all 
righteousness, wilt thou not cease to pervert the right 
ways of the Lord? And now, behold, . the hand of the 
Lord is upon thee , and thou shalt be blind , not seeing 
the sun for a season. And immediately there fell on him 
a mist and a darkness; and he went about seeking some 
one to lead- him by the· hand. Then the deputy, when he 
saw what was done , believed , being astonished at the 
doctrine of the Lord." 

David said, in the 55th Psalm: "For it was not an 
enemy that reproached me; then I could have borne it:

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THE NAME CHRISTIAN

T ext: Acts 4: 12 

It is ofte n sa id th ere is nothing in a name. I can 
wear an y name so long as my heart- is right, and I lu10w 
I am con ve rted. The Apostles were Israelites, and after 
th e ir conversion to Christianity, went about preaching 
Christ to the Nations. In the city of Jerusalem they 
began p1·eaching Jesus the Resurrection of the dead. 
Many people who heard them believed on Jesus; and w e 
a re told about 5000 people became followers of Christ 
and accepted the name high over all. And for that- Name, 
the y were casted into prison and began to ask them , "By 
what power or what name have ye done this?" Then 
P eter fill ed wi th the Holy Spirit- said unto them , Acts 
4:7-]2. 

" Ye rulers of the people, and Elders of Israel , if we 
this day be examined of the good deed done to the impo­
tent m a n, by what means he is made whole; 10- be it 
known un to yon all, and to all t-he people of Israel tlrn~ 
by the name ye crucified whom God raised from the dead. 
e ven by Him doth this man stand before you whole .•· 
''This is the stone which was set at naught of you build­
er s which is become the head of the corner"; 12- Neither 
is there salvation in any other name for there is none 
other name under Heaven given among men, whereby 
we must be saved. Having boldly defended their act in 
Clu·ist 's Name, th e people marvelled and were amazed , 
bee a use they knew the AposUes were unlearned and 
ignorant men; 13- and they took knowledge of them. 
They had been with Jesus-furthermore , the Man whom 
the y had hea led by the name of Jesus was standing n ear 
by so th ey could not deny th e power of God; for facts are 
th e figures o'f God. 

In order to satiate their evil design they commanded 
t:he Apostles to leave the Council Chamber so they could 
have a conference among themselves. And in thefr cou11-
r.il th ey reasoned a mong themselves; 16-"vVhat shall 
we do to these m en for that a notable miracle hath bee n 
don e by them is manifest to all them that dwell in Jeru­
sale m, and we cannot deny it"; 17- But that it spread 
( th e news) no further among the people , Jet us threat-en 
them tha t they speak henceforth to no man in this 
Name''; 18- And they called them and commanded them 
not to speak at all nor t each in the name of Jesus; 19-
But P et er and John answered and said unto them. 
"Whethe1· it be right in the sight of God to hearken unto 
you more than unto God, judge ye; 20-For we cannot 
but speak the things we have seen and heard." 

So finding they could not keep the Apostles from 
claiming ,Jesus Christ the Son of Goel, Savior of the world. 
etc. , they Jet them alone finding nothing how they might 
vunish them- because of the people for all men glorified 
God tor that whi ch was done. Having been released from 
th e moh tha t· threa t en ed them they r etired to thefr own 

company, and reported all that the Chief Priests and 
Elders had said uno them . And when the Disciples heard 
the story of their trials they lifted up their voice with 
one accord, in praising and thanking God that they were 
counted worthy to speak for Christ with boldness in t-he 
midst of their enemy. And the Scriptures say: 23-"They 
spake the word with boldness, and the multitude of them 
that believed were of one heart and one soul, neither said 
any o[ th e m th a t ought of the things which he possessed 
was his own; but they had all things common and with 
g reat power gave the Apostles witness of the resurrec­
tion of th e Lord Jesus and great grace were upon the m 
nil." 

Ah , friends, those who would have us acknowledge 
any other Name to salvation or to affix any other name to 
the Church of Christ, we would rather obey God rather 
than obey m a n - for there is no name under Heaven given 
where by w e must be saved." And t·he name Chris tian 
r epresents our nll in all. For God hath highly exalted 
Him- ( through sufferings and death), and given Him a 
nam e which is above every name." Phil. 2: 9-10. 

Paul , writing to the Hebrews, saia: "I will declare 
thy name unto my brethren, and in the midst of the 
ehurch will I s ing thy praise ." Heb . 12-13 . I will put 
my tru st in Him. ,vhy '! Because "All things in Heaven 
and earth are placed under His feet ," for He is Lord ol' 
all. The n a me Christian is the grandest name , known 
a mong th e children of men, It identifi es those \vho wear 
it without any explanation, not so with denominational 
na m es . 

The name Christian can harmonize or bring to gether 
a II who cla im to be Christians und e r one banner or 
standard. ,ve can harmonize on the name Christian s ; 
for it expresses our highest conception of what ever y on e 
des ires to be ; but we can never harmonize on any humane 
n,a111e.

In t-his subj ect before us we are brought face to face 
with one of the greatest m enaces to the human soul in 
the world today. Men and women have been enslaved, 
cowarded, and regimented against God's direct com­
mands. The very foundation of the church of Christ· has 
weakened its program ( not destroyed) , to the end that 
souls of m en have becom e blinded, confused, and are 
today dying like rats in sin . Good m en and women who

Brethren , if you are found guilty by the Bible yow 
ha ve a chance to change and de-fend the Gospel of Christ. 
However, brethren , it t-akes a brave man and woman to, 
ta'.:e the on es. you worked evil with and tell them they are 
w1011g and will have to r epent. This is what Pa ul did.
