These words of the Apostle admon ishes "Christians" to 
be s trong and prepared.

As David could not 
battle w earin g the armor of the ea1th ly king neic·her 
can we. W e must. tak e on the whole armor of God. 

First Paul says: "Stand- havin g your loins girt about 
with truth." The reference h ere is to a b elt. It' serves a 
two-fold purpose: h olds pants up and shirt down as well 
as stomach in. W'ould be embarr assin S!; to la ck this 
necessity. He calls it Truth. "Ye shall know the truth 
and it shall make you free ." "I am the Truth, Life." 
Many so-call ed Ch ri s1:ians today are embarrassed because 
they don't know the truth, nor Christ. 

Second. The breast plate of righteo usn ess. This pro­
tects the -~hest and h eart. With the hea rt man b elieves, 
etc. As a man thinketh in his hear,·-you r hearts are far 
from me. This v essel n eeds protection ·Zor thol! gh it is 
nearly all muscle, it is very delicate, and once it s tops, 
se ldom starts aga in. 

Third . Many things h appen to shake our faith , and 
since "as your faith s o be it unto you," it mus '.· be 
s trong at all times. Therefore t a k e th e shield of faith. 
e tc. The shield can be manipulated so as to prote~t 
the whole bod y. Our faith in Christ should be thorough. 
A speck can remove mountains, what- can we do when 
completely saturate d . 

Fourth. We a r e told that at the time Paul wrote this. 
in order to mount the walls around the cities invadin ~ 
soldiers would lay hu ge timbers up against 't·he wall~ 
a nd run up the timbers. To k eep from slipping ba nk 
sharpened sp ikes were driven down through the ml~ 
of their shoes. I saw this demonstrated at Mt. Sin1.i, 
Ky., some ten years ago during a s iege o·l sleet. The 
farm ers drove roofing n ails through their shoes to 
i1ol~ t_hem that th ey might walk on the hi ghway. The 
Christian needs to b prepared lest he slips back in the 
former ways, because the pathway to h e ll is oiled with 
excuses and greased alibis. Paul says, "having your fe e t 
sh od, etc ." 
. Fiftl~. _O_ur h ead must be protected to protect onr t-hink­
mg fac1_ht!es , the brains and n erve cen t ers , etc. Here in 
the bram 1s st?red _t ,1e t_hin g-s w e h ave learn ed. An injury 
to the sk ull might impair our memory. A severe blow can 
c:c_iuse un cons cio_usness . even d eath. Since Paul i s drawin g

wall s of par tition between us. In th e time of Christ 
and the apostles , the mote hunters, and gn a t gager s did 
th e sam e thin gs t hat t·h ey a r e doing today: setting up 
w a lls and partitions between the m embers of th e Church 
and the ministers. A partition always served to divid e 
space, in a house or any other place ( to separate). Of 
wha tever nature, the wall or partition , it will serve that 
sam e purpose. A wall can be wood , iron, stone, c lay or 
any other materia l. 

Christ broke the walls down, but the mote hunters 
and hire lings h a ve built them ba,ck in our day. The only 
hope for us now is to unite our forces and set up a 
united frnnt ( United Church in Chris t ), preach one Lord, 
one faith one baptism. Some of the ministers cl a im that 
there are' more tha n one.

Not as 
a hirel in g, not for money , but o·f a ready mind. willin 1Jy .
