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THE GREAT DISCOVERY

¢ In the first chapter of our Lord's Gospel
.acc6rding to St. John and in the 45th verse
“these words are found, “We have found
Him of whom Moses in the law, and tho
prophets, did write, Jesus of Nazareth, the
son of Joseph.” 2

One of the pathetie¢ things in life is to
find how often we have missed the fine
things that lay nearest to us, how we have
gone long distances to seek that which is
close at hand. Men travel far and go
through toil and trouble seeking peace and
happiness, and at last they find them at
the place where they started. There ar:-
those who bave left the local church, and
have gong to the U. C. M. 8., in India-
napolis, Indiana, seeking information on
church government, when the information
for church government is on the pulpit, the
Holy Bible. Because Paul said, “All scrip-
ture is giyen by inspiration of God, and is
profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for
correction, for instruction in righteous-
ness : That the man of Ged may be perfect
throughly furnished unto all good works.

Suppose there were one who could see
all things perfectly, to whom the present
and the future were all bpen. He would
see mankind grooping in half-darkness.
He would see man missing the help and
opportunities of their lives every day. He
would see in the past how men have been
on the edge of great discoveries and then
turn aside to play with trifles. .

Even so in life of mans spirit, human
hearts come and go in this world, just
touching on, yvet just missing the great
comforting truths of the Gospel of Jesus
Christ. :

Men go through life burdened and dis-
tressed, while close at hand flows the river
of ‘the Water of life. And pitiful it is to
see how men in all ages have sought after
God and failed to find Him; hwave built
alters, offered their sacrifices, and set uv
idols of their making in place of the Word
of God.

So down the long aisle of time sounds
the cry- of Job: “O, that I knew where I
might find Him”. For centuries the Pil-
grim host went stumbling across life's
descrts without chart or compass, helding
out fumbling hands, seeking, not finding,
falling and fainting.

Often man looking toward the stars,

wondered whether there wias one who lit
the lamps of nigh.t What a glorious thing
it was then for one man to be abie to say.
“We have found Him, we have found the
Messiah”. That was the exclamation of
Andrew to his brother, Simon Peter. This
whole chapter is one of seeking and find-
ing. First there is Andrew and John seek-
ing Jesus, and they go with Him to His
abode and spend the day with Him. Then
Andrew finds Peter and brings him to
Jesus.

In Lockland, Ohio, we found g congre-
gation of christians, lead by a minister by
the name of Howard E. Fowler, who is
contending for the faith once delivered to
the saints.

The National Christian Preaching Con-
vention of Churches- of Christ, must find
those ministers and churches that are lost
in the jungles of open-membership, mod-
ernism, liberalism and segregation because
of color; and bring them back to Christ,
and His word.

charch and where to go.

Ask me to tell you how a National Staff
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Worker, when I was president brought
charges against me to the Executive
Boeard of the National Disciples Conven-
tion, because she did not agree to some
things I said about the United Christian
Missionary Society and before I could
finish answering her charges against me,
she was crying as though she had peeled
10 bushels of strong onins.

Ex-president Watson of the National
Disciples Convention in a letter to me

_dated, Octcber 21st, 1943, refered to one of

the Natlional Staff Workers as our “Black
Bishop”’. Ask Brother Watson to tell you
why he said that. Therefore, in the lang-
uage of Paul. The Christian Informer,
“Beseech, you therefore brothren” to re-
consider that damaging recommendation.

Ask the former Editor and the present
Editor of the Christian Plea. The Secre-
tary of the National Disciples Convention,
to tell you how the National Staff Workers
used to fight among themselves. At one
time the National Staff Workers, at the
Little Rock, Ark. Convention were brought
before the Committee on Recommendatinn
when I was chairman; because of their
behaviour. The present Editor of the
Christian Plea was appointed by the
Chairman as Prosecuting Attorney. After
being lectured to by the chairman, they
promised to stop fighting among them-
selves.

cated “To the Unknown God’. It was evi-
dent to Paul that these Athenians were
not satisfied with their sculptured gods.

In my travel around the country, I find
that there are ministers and churches who
are not satisfied with secterianism. There
are those of the National Disciple’s Con
vention, who are not satisfied with man-
made plans of salvation, handed down to
them by the United Christian Missionary

Society in Indianapolis, Indiana.

The Athenians were reaching out to
something greater, higher, something un-
known. So Paul says to them, “Him whom
ye ignorantly worship, Him declare I unto
you, and He is not far from everyone of
us, For in Him we live, and move, and
have our being”.

That was a great discovery for the
people of Athen. That was a mighty reve-
lation. What preaching that was that day
on Mars Hill, “You are restless and dis
contented”, Paul tells them, “and you will
never find peace until you find the un-
known God”. This great Brotherhood of
ours will never find peace until they find
their way back to Pentecost, and to the
doctrine of the church as found in the New
Testament, and from there, do what Jude
says, “earne'stly contend for the faith”.

Wiwn Anderw, Peter, Philip and Nat
haniel found Jesus, they began to find
themselves. When the Church of Christ,
“(hristian Church” finds itself and the
1;0\\'er of doctrine, then we can find others,
‘and they will gladly follow Him who said,
“1’11 draw all men unto Me".

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DOCTRINES

There are doctrines of men, doctrines
of devils, and the doctrine of Christ.

Note : Ephesians 4:14: “Be not carrijied
about with every wind of doctrine” ; ’toss-
ed to and fro’ (by isms and cisms, hypno-
tims and mesmerisms, etc.) of me n.

Note: 2nd Epistole of John 9, concern-
ing the doctrine of Christ. John said,
*Whosoever transgresseth and abjdeth
not in the doctrine of Christ, HATH NOT
GOD”. He that abideth in the doctrine of
Christ, he hath both the Father and the
Son. Remember, John wrote under the in-
spiration of the Holy Ghost. He wrote
what had been revealed to him by the
Holy Ghost (Spirit). He wrote nothing
but the truth.

A Change and Doctrines Differ Somewhat

A charge is to be obeyed. t A dostrine is
to be proclaimed, preached and taught
Ohrist gave the twelve aposties a charge
at the Mount of Olivet to go to Jerusalem
and wait (tarry) there, for the promise of
the Father.

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FROM THE PEN OF AN OLD TIMER

To the Editor of the Christian Informer

Brother ; your faith, zeal and courage is
not likely to get the praise and apprecia-
tion it deserves on this side of the Judge-
ment. Nor are you likely to get the co-
operation you merit. But I for one, most
solemly affirm, that I appreciate your
earnest effort to inform the Christians or
colored Disciples of Christ, of their liber
ties in Christ Jesus unbridled; and that
the living truth of God, that makes men
free is still living. Some have tried to rid
the church of this living truth, by a wild
fire that was started in the camp of God a
little over a quarter of a century ago.

I believe those who started this wild fire
yea, this unhallowed fire meant all good
and no harm. And really thought they
were doing the right thing pleasing God.
But they overlooked the fact that a plum-
line pushed out of the way a fraction of

an inch at ‘the corner, will be a foot or
more out of line at the next corner.

Some very highly learned still think
they can confine ia slight evil to a prescrib-

‘ed point and say no one in ages to come

can advance you past this point. But
while they still live and are active, many
will arrive, who are more self willed than
they were and more of this evil point fur-
ther from the right before their eyes.
And thus as each generation comes on the
evil spreads.

The rule against that is in many places
in both the Old and New Testament. The
old saying, where their are two evils
choose the leser, cannot apply in the
Church of Christ. Paul says, “Must I do
evil that good may come?’ Gor forbid
Jesus said, overcome nct with evil, but
overcecme evil with good”.

We al]l knew over fifty years ago there
were many evils in our church, that Christ
warted us to get out. But he did not tell
us to get them out with evil. But some
little big mind, and scme biig little mind,
udertook a short cheap cut on the sly,
thought he, she and they cound employ a
few high sounding misnomas and a few
pleasing phrases to listen good in the itch-
ing ears of the hypocrites ; and mix it with
a few words of Ashdod language, and exer-

cise a little lordship over Gods heritage
without detecting it.

But instead of it getting at least some
of the evil out of the church, it put ten
times more evil into it; besides the moun-
tains of forbidden heretie, divisions and
confusion which we are hearing now days
I am -satisfied that if those men could
have seen our church as we see it today,
they would have delied -on the charming
words of Jesus, “over come evil with
good”.

And if our early bretheren of the second
century had at that time looked into the
twentieth century and saw the Pope of
Rome with Holy Water in his hand while
Cardinals, Prelates and Archbishops bow-
ed down and Kkissed his big toe; they
would have said and done what Peter told
them to do; ‘“Neither are Lords over God’s
heritage but ensamples to the flock”.

Now since we can see by history how
far from the right way of the Apostolic

teachings and practices they have already
brought us and how much farther away
they will carry us by the next two hund-
red years. We Colored Disciples who
have been enlightened, should quit cooper-
ating with strange and foreign agencies
and made socities that were not heard of
in New Testament times.

We should line up with our brethern of
free churches and send our missionary
money to the College of the Scriptures, in
Louisville, Ky.

Our brethren should not be deceived by
fair speach and flowery words such as or-
ganized workers bring. If Christ organized
His work through His Apostles how can I
improve it?

Ashdod Ianguage. Little as you think,
speaking of the Word’'s of Christ in that
kind of language begets evi] thoughts and
is close to blasphemy. But do not fight
among ourselves, as we are brethren, flesh
of my flesh, but write and fight any thing
that seeks to destory the church.

'the evils that were in our churches
over fifty years ago and are still in them
with more and greater evil, resulied from
a single mistake. It was the mistake of
ordaining deacons and elders who were
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not Scripturally qualified. Now when you
ordain an elder or deacon who does not
measure up to all those qualifications
which Paul was careful to name one b¥
one you still have not made an elder or
deacon. But you have made a block in
the way of discipling the members. A
block in the way of things and men whom
Satan can use in one way or the other to
make him a preacher fighter.

And think Satan is going to let the
pastor stay there and lead the flock in the
way of Salvation, you are wrong. For
Satan through these unqualified deacons
and elders can make null and void any
effort to raise adaquate support for the
pastor, any effort to discipline the delin-
quient members, any effort to lead the
flock spiritually. Hence you only have a
draging, cold and spiritually dead church.

But none of these evils can be corrected
by any man made schemes or rules. T
admit you can gather a large congregation
build an outstanding edifice, but it will
be the very kind Satan loves. For “if the
Lord build not the house, they labor in
vain that build it”.

Therefore, the only way to get these
evils out of the church; is first. Remove
those unqualified deacons and elders and
put in those who are qualified. If there
are no qualified men, select some men
who desire the office of an elder or deacon
and diligently begin to teach and train

them. And as fast as each one proves
worthy and qualified, ordain him.

While you are teaching and training
elders and deacons, you can teach them
how to adopt the tithing system Not as
a test of fellowship, but as the only system
in the Bible that promises prosperity and
spiritual power.

It was binding upon the Jews, but it
‘was in faith by Abraham four hundred
and thirty years before the law of Moses.
It is both our liberty and faith in Christ.
And by adepting it we will have money
enough to keep up the church, pay the
pastor, build hospitals, orphan homes and
support the schools. Our members will
become prcsperous, lacking nothing, but
growing in grace and knowledge oi God
The church will increase and multiply
and have favor with God and man,

THE CHURCH AT JELLICO, TENN.

The church of Christ at Jellico serving
our brethren was established in the year
of 1897, The old church was built in 1904
and had a thriving membership in 1919
when the crash came. Many of the mem-
bers scattered out over the country to
Cleveland, Ohio, Detroit, Mich., and other
places.

Jellico Church had no trouble having a
minister as long as they were free-handed
with money. Preachers came to Tennessee
from many other states. One of the field
workers of the old Christian Woman’s
Board of Missions, Brother Moss always
stopped and smiled upon them. But for
many years the preachers forgot them. In
the last 15 or 16 years they have not been
able able to employ a preacher. Chances
have come to them but they did not have
the membership nor the funds.

This church did support C. W. B. M.
since 1904 and had an active Missionary
Society. Hundreds of dollars have been
sent to them. Of recent years an appeal
was made to the present Society for assis-
tance. It claimed it would have to send a
man out to investigate the sitution befor:
it could do anything. No assistance has
come from that source.

Very little help has come from other
church in town, ministered ito by R. M.
Bell.

For the last eighteen years Robert Mur-
phy has been the sole elder of the church,
Mrs. Helen Murphy has been treasurer,
Mrs. Sallie McKee, Secretary. They have
kept their doors open for prayer service
and Sunday School, unless hindered by
sickness. Elder Samuel Russell from
Jonesboro, Tenn. held a service for them
in which four were added to the church.

By the help of Jesus Christ and the
Ilather and the help of the good people,
they have been able to go forward. Sun
day School averaged from twelve to fifty
one students. They have been using
Standard literature and they think it is
the best.

This summer they have undertaken to
build a cement block structure. The old
frame structure was torn down. In the
next issue you will see pictures of the pre-
sent building going up. It is being paid
for as they go. Just at this moment they
have been held up because they did not get
a $500.00 legacy they expected from a
man’s will. Brother Murphy and the
church deserve the kind of financial sup-
