Brown. 

My First Fifty Years 
Near the beginning of my first fifty years in 

Baltimore. I was told that I committed Spiritual 
Suicide. I shot a cannon in the form of a sermon 
into the open-membership ,camp. My subject was. 
"Open-Membership is the main highway to hell, 
and those who practice open-membership are hell 
bound travelers." 

Having come out of a denominational church, 
into the Church of Christ or Christian Church 
which we read about in the New Testament. I 
did not want any body to tell me that an open­
membership or denominational or man made 
church, is as good as the Church Christ es­
tablished. 

Since That Day and Year 
I've seen the lighting flashing, and heard the 

thunder roll - I've felt sin's breakers dashing -
Trying to conquer my soul - I've heard the voice 
of my Jesus, telling me still to fight on. He 
promised never to leave me, never to leave me 
alone. 

Ale!Xander The Coppersmith 
As the Apostle Paul spoke of this man in Sec­

ond Timothy four fourteen. I can also say of the 
open membership Brethren in Baltimore, and at 
so-called head-quarters in Indiana. "They did me 
much evil." 

I pray God that it may not be laid to their 
char,ge." 

Let us hear the conclusion of the whole mat­
ter: Fear God, and keep his commandments: for 
this is the whole duty of man. For God shall bring 
every work into judgement, with every secret 
thing, whether it be good, or whether it be evil.

preacher, from a jitterbug or hippie. 
I saw a young green preacher in the pulpit 

with his toes out and they were painted. Another 
preacher was wearing a big wooden ,cross, large 
enough on which to crucify a little baby. 

Some other young preachers come in to the 
pulpit and to the Lord's Table in ,their shirt 
sleeves, collars open, as if they are ,going to climb 
a sycamore tree. 

Something New To Me 
When I was a boy, -before electric fans and 

air conditions were in churches. I never saw a 
preacher in the church in his shirt sleves, re­
gardless of how hot it was. In the Church of 
Christ the old preachers, knew that text in Matt­
hew 22 : 12. And he saith unto him, Friend, how 
earnest thou in hither not having on a wedding 
garment? and he was speechless. I am ,going to 
render to God my 'heart and my garment also.

If you fin4 
no age limit in the Bible, and your health will 
allow you. Remember, the field is white unto har­
vest, and the labourers are few. You can preach 
the text in third John verse four, even if you are 
feeble. Quote. I have no greater joy than to hear 
that my children walk in truth. 

Loyalty To Christ 
· Some of the old Preachers would arise earily 

in the morning and walk 15 or 20 miles to .preach 
Christ and His Church, serve the Lord's Supper 
and baptize. They loved what they were doing. 
I know what I am talking about because I 'have 
done that myself.

It was t h e duty of the 
Chairman, to lay his religion d own. And tell the 
United Christian Missionary Society and the open­
membership gang, where to go and !how to get 
there. Then pick up his religion and go preach. 
I think the Committee did a good job.

A RELIGIOUS SHARE CROPPER 

Let's Have A Laugh 
When I was -called to Baltimore ,fifty years 

ago. I discovered t:hat I was a religious share­
cropper. The deed to t he church property, was 
in the name of an out-standing open-membership 
congregation. The seven thousand dollar mortage 
on the building was held by an organization in 
Indiana whi.ch was close kin ·to open-member­
ship. s~ you can see, "That I was between t'he 
devil and the deep blue sea." As a religious share­
cropper on an open-membership .farm. I was to 
plant and grow a good open-membership crop. 
I rwas to :get my seed and fertilizer from so-called 
hea:d ,quarters in Indiana. If I had done that I 
could have been ,there until now, because the 
members loved me tbetter than they loved the 
open-membership overseer. I did not preach nor 
plant open-membership. I !Planted and preached 
what Christ and the Apostles told me in the New 
Testament. And we had a· good crop of doctrinal 
Christians. I preached, Except the Lord bµild the 
house they labor in vain that build it : Except the 
Lord keep the city the watchman waketh but in 
vain. Psalm 127. · As the mountains are round 
about Jerusalem, so the Lord is round about his 
people from henceforth even for ever. Psalm. 125. 

A Power Not A Problem 
In those days and years, the old preachers 

were a power not a problem. They built their own 
church houses and schools. They fought as it 
were with the beast at Ephesus . Fir.st Cor. 15:32. 
They fought jim-crowism, discrimination and 
segregation. They raised their own salary, such 
as it was. Somet ime they would be paid in eggs, 
meat molassas, meal, flour and other food. And 
a black suit at Christmas or Convention time. 
My first salary was fifty dollars a year and a black 
suit at Christmas. ' 

Remember, it was not the black suit I wear now. 
In those days and years we were going places 

and doing things, among ourselves. Until open-
membership raised its evil head and divided my 
Brethren in 1944. 

Never Been Discouraged 
We believed what God said to Elijah in ,first 

Kings 19 : 18. Yet I left me seven thousand in Is­
r eal, all ,the knees which have n ot tbowed unto 
Baal, and every mouth which hath not kissed him." 

We discovered in 1944 that there are m an y 
t imes seven thousand Christians in America, who 
h ave n ot bowed their knees to Baal ,(open-mem­
bership) , nor kissed h is lips.

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THINK ON THESE THINGS

Fallacies 
A great number of things that we commonly 

think about and accept in our Christian exper­
ience we find to be erroneous when we seriously 
examine the content of the matter. I would like to 
cite a number of them in the column this week. 

ONE - That the church is a building. We have 
often thought that we have refuted this idea o:ily 
to find •that it returns with disturbing regularity. 
People who are broug'.ht into Christ through their 
salvation are the Church. A corollary to that one 
is when people say "your church" when addressing 
a church member ... and especially the preacher. 

TWO - Personal interest in winning people to 
Christ can ,only be expressed on "calling night." 
Too many limit their interest to such a brief per­
iod of time. They are the ones too, who say, "will 
you .give me t'he name of a person?" . . . "who 
will drive me?" ... "I want to go along with 
someone who will do the talking." 

THREE - That only preachers can really pray. 
Preachers get caught up into a number of sur­
prising situations because a prayer is desired and 
a "professional pray (er)" has to be obtained. This 
also applies, it seems, to times of personal and 
family need. Many still turn pale at the prospect 
of prayer. (What would you think of an adult that 
still could not converse?) Prayer is basic. 

FOUR - People only become Christians at 
11: 15 on Sunday morning. Some have been known 
to frown at the whole idea that Christ can be 
accepted at anytime, anywhere. Too muc'h of God's 
work has fallen into the area ,of administration 
and too little of "as you go ... preach," is being 
practiced. 

FIVE - Only preachers are good teachers in 
the church. This makes for a dilemma. If the 
Church School is set up in one large class to hear 
the preacher, then it is found that class division 
is advised. But, when 2 or more classes are .formed 
to expedite t'he division, with each one wanting 
the preacher, it places him in a difficult place. 
(Some of the best teachers I have known in the 
church were not preachers at all.) 

SIX - You have to ,go to Bible College in 
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You do have to read the Bible to be a good 
student of the Bible however. Bible skills are not 
achieved without diligent study. 

SEVEN - You can be saved without being in 
the church. Acts 2:47 notes that saved people are 
the church. A current fallacy is one I am hearing 
more often when people say, "I was baptized at 
(some age) but I did not become a Christian until 
I was (some much later age.) This is not only 
fallacious, but is erroneous. 

EIGHT - That the v,rhole program of God 
should be done as cheaply as possible (free, if 
possible) and any money raised .should be solici­
ted from unbelievers, including gratuities and dis­
counts. Nothing has cheapened the image of the 
churc·n more than this. Preachers are more guilty 
than anyone in committing it.

WHY I BECAME A GRANDMOTHER 

Occasionally we should give our testimony to 
the goodness of God. This statement by Jesus is 
found in Luke 12: 13 - "Your heavenly Father 
knows your needs." 

In our mid-forties or very early fifties, a very 
terrible thing termed "empty-nest syndrome" 
strikes nearly every home. It has never been 
known to be terminal, but to say the least, it is 
very devastating and throws the emotional system 
into imbalance. Arms that once cradled -little 
children are now empty; voices that once read 
stories are now still; and days that were never 
long enough to meet the demands of a normal 
household are now lengthened. 

God is His wisdom knows that physically a 
woman is no longer capable of handling the busy 
schedule she once did. No longer can she endure 
the constant demands of lively children or their 
constant activity. The old nervous system is not 
what is used to be! 

But God also understands ·ner emotional needs 
- she still wants to be needed; she still desires 
to love and hold little children without having 
their constant care. Our wise God knows the cure 
for the "syndrome" and at just the right time in 
our lives He sends the grandchildren. 

A popular gift item is a wall plaque bearing 
this verse: "Grandchildren are God's way of com­
pensating us for growing old." A truer statement 
outside of inspired scripture has never been made. 
In fa.ct it's such a precious compensation that 
one really never feels old when enjoying their 
company. Tired maybe, but not old. 

No longer do we have to look at dozens of 
pictures of other people's grandchildren without 
whipping out our own "Brag Book" and entering 
right in to the fun. 

You know there's Joe, Jeff, Leann, Bethany -
oh yes, my grandchildren in the gospel - there's 
Tammy, Ronnie, Jennifer, Denise, Christine, Mi­
chelle, Julie, Angie, David, Leslie, Melonie, Andy, 
Tommy, Stevie, Brent, Timmie, Benjamin, Faron, 
Kimberly, Blake, Anna Brett, and Brian. There 
are others, but I wouldn't want to bore you. 

So, I became a grandmother by the wisdom of 
God.

4. Eastern has 25 Trustees who completely over­
see the college. Only half of these can be min­
isters. The rest must be men from the business 
world who have an interest in training young 
men and women to serve Him.

Prayerfully, as churches in the East grow, so 
will the support that ·comes fi,om the East, but 
for now Eastern is very dependent upon the 
Mid-west.

this year. Eastern Christian Institute was es­
tablish in East Orange, New Jersey in 1946. 
Because of persecution by two religious groups 
who worked through the zoning laws, the col­
lege moved in 1958 and was completely re-or­
ganized in 1960 near Bel Air, Md. That first year 
she had only 3 foreign s tudents and was deeply 
in debt. 

8. To keep up on her operating expenses Eastern 
needs $700 every day of a 30 day month. This 
is only to keep up. It will not get us out of debt 
and it will not meet the bond payment w'hich 
comes due in May and November and is $17,-
182.02 each time. Inflation is terrific and ECC 
is doing without many things that would help 
in the everyday work. 
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9. Fourteen families and individuals depend upon 
Eastern for their salaires. When giving is down 
for the college, it hurts these people. Everyone 
of them could be earning more elsewhere but 
they Iove the Lord and want to serve him in 
this way so they are willing to work for less. 
Please don 't ma ke them sacrifice more by caus­
ing t'he sa laries to be late.

LESSONS FROM NUMBERS 

In the book of Numbers we find that God had 
freed the Children of Israel from slavery and had 
made them His people, they had been ,baptized in 
the Red Sea and had received the Law, but they 
hadn't made it to the promised land. The problems 
that bes,et t'hem in their journey face Christians 
today as we journey toward our Promised Land. 

I. The .first problem was lost opportunities. 
The spies searched throughout the land and 
everyone agreed that it was a good land. But they 
forgot about the power of God. After they per­
ceived God's displeasure, they went up agains t 
Moses'1s advice and were defaated . They ihad 
failed to take advantage of God's opportune 
moment a nd spent 40 years wandering in the 
desert. 

II. The s•econd problem was sedit ions. Miriam 
and Aaron asked, "Is Moses the only one to whom 
God speaks?" Korah asked, "Everyone is holy, 
why do you exault yourself?" Over 15,000 of the 
Children of Israel perished in these revolts . How 
many Children of God today are perish ing because 
of sedition against God? How many a preacher 
has lost what influence he has had for good in a 
community because of members who have under­
mined him? 

III. The third problem was careless pride. At 
the waters of Merihab (Contention) Moses, goad­
ed:. by the people, forgot to give God the honor 
for the bringing forth of the water. How many a 
preacher has lost sight of his own responsibilities 
toward God because he was too busy with what he 
thought was more important? There is nothing 
more important than placing God first. 

All of these constant complainings against 
Moses and God made the forty years in the wilder­
ness a trial instead of the spiritual feast it should 
have been. Let us learn from the mistakes of the 
Children of Israel and rp.ake our own pilgrimage 
to the Promised Land a joy and time for praising 
God for His power and love toward us.

.. . So many ,people today are falling into the trap 
of false teaching by the . .. Jehovah's Witnesses. 
It is important that you know something about 
their false teaching so that you can ,give them a 
Bible answer. 

How, and when did this organization g;et 
started? Their organization was unknown to 
Christ and the apostles, is not found in the New 
Testament, and never was heard of in the first 
century. · 

Their name was not adopted until 1931. "Then 
on July 26, 1931, at ,the international assembly in 
Columbus, Ohio, came the public adoption of the 
name "Jehovah's witnesses. 

Therefore this organization is not apostolic in 
name, according to their own admission; and, may 
we add, neither is it apostolic in organization, doc­
trine and practice. 

As all denominational bodies, Jehovah's wit­
nesses assume their own definition of terms, create 
a set of expressions not in the Bible; and then 
argue from their assumed premises as if •they 
were true. 

They assume that "life" means existence, and 
that death means non-existence or a ceasing to 
be. It can easily be seen that they are in error by 
substituting these definitions for ·the words them­
selves. Note: 

"We know that we have passed .from death 
(non-existence) unto life (existence), because we 
love the brethren. He that loveth not his brother 
abideth in death (non-existence) ." (I John 3:14) 

Death means seperation, not annihiliation. 
(Thayers Greek Lexicon) To be alive to some­
thing means to be actively joined to it. Christians 
are dead to sin, (Rom. 6:2); and dead to the old 
law, seperated from it: (Rom. 7:4) · · ·· 

. "Jehovah's Witnesses" Teach:

rection : "In truth, when Jesus was on the eart'h 
he was a perfect man, nothing more anci nothing 
less.' ' (Reconciliation, p. 111) "Christ Jesus the di­
vine was· born three days after his crucifixion."
