Morrell had finished his
first season under George
Pitts at King Colle; when
Smart interviewed him in
2007. Smart called Pitts to tell
him Morrell was getting his
recommendation for the
Clemson job, and Morrell
liked the fact that Smart liked
the fact that Pitts didn’t like
the fact he was going to have
to hunt a new assistant. Well,
Pitts was less than warm and
fuzzy.

Morrell all but guaranteed
greatness for Smart while
making conversation after an
interview in 2007.

The 33-year-old Smart was a
four-vear starter and three-
year captain at Kenyon
College (Ohio), where he grad-
uated magna cum laude with a

ree in history.

“Shaka’s a Division II1 guy
who's fought tooth and nail for
everything he's got,” Morrel
said. “The guy works his tail
off. ... And he’s a deep dude.”

Morrell was all but glddy
when the Rams scored the
game-winner with seven sec-
onds left against Florida State,
and wasn’t surprised the
Rams drew up an inbounds
layup from under their
basket.

“He is as well-rounded of a
coach as you could find —
worker, recruiter, tactician
and game situations,” Morrell
said. “He is very good.
Working for him you could
always tell he was prepared to
become a head coach — the
way he addressed the players
and recruits. I learned a tre-
mendous amount from him.”

Former King College player
J.T. Blair, a graduate assistant
at Charleston Southern, was
with Morrell watching him
sweat it out.

I was going nuts,” Morrell
said. “I have to pull for Shaka.
... We were together there for
a year at Clemson before he
left to go to Florida. He is the
only reason I got the job
there. Obviously Coach
