October 16, playing at Greensboro, N. C, against

a powerful Guilford eleven, the Milligan College

Buffaloes met their second and last defeat in the

regular season. The highly favored Guilford team

opened with the most devastating running attack the

Buffaloes had faced. Milligan lost 19 to 6, but he

Buffs were the first team to cross the opponents' goal

line this season.

November 22, the traditional Milligan-Carson-

Newman game was played at Kingsport. The Buffa-

loes got off to a slow start but continually improved

and the final score was 20 to 7 with Milligan on the

long end. Showalter and Walker were consistently

hitting the Baptist line and Holsclaw's passes were

hitting the receivers. In the line, Elliott, Harmon,

Caldwell and Spraker played a bang-up game.

November 8, Coach Brown's gridsters squeezed

out an unimpressive 12 to 7 win over the less pow-

erful Tennessee Wesleyan Junior College. With 20

seconds to play, Holsclaw hit Goddard with the

winning pass.
