So far as I know, none of our enterprising sta­

tisticians has computed how many books could be 
made from the new leaves turned annually on 
January first, or how far they would reach if laid 
end to end-to the moon, I am sure. After they 
have done this, I wish they would take a few 
minutes and compute the combined length of 
time t hese resolutions are kept. 

There is no question but that the world would 
be a much better place in which to live if we 
would all carry out our resolutions not to do cer­
tain things. The greatest trouble seems to be in 
finding the particular t hings we can give up. Most 
of us are so good that we h ave no besetting sin. 
Now, if I could make resolutions for my friends 
and neighbors, it would be fine . I can think of any 
number of things which my neighbors ought t o 
do, or stop doing, and I am sure that if t hey follow 
my advice they would be much more congenial 
and pleasant. 

But even though we joke about our resolutions, 
which are never kept more than forty-eight hours, 
yet through it all there runs a str ain of serious­
ness. There must, on this New Year, come to each 
of us the thought that another year has ended, 
with all its joys and sorrows, its triumphs and 
disappointments. What will the new year bring? 
Will it bring the succe::: s of our plans-the fulfill­
ment of our dreams, or will it bring cessation of 
pain and worry, peace after storm? 

I believe there is not one of us but who, in the 
depth of his heart, says at the beginning of a new 
year, "I will strive harder; I will do better; I will 
accomplish more in this year that is just com­
mencing." And even though we do not realize all 
our hopes, we are bette1· men and women for the 
thought and the effort. 

It is true that resolutions foolishly or unwisely 
made and speedily broken, often result in more 
harm than good, because they tend to weaken the 
morale; but a genuine effort to better one's con­
dition must prove beneficial to the individual and 
to society in general. 

The old year is ended; the bri ' ght new year, 
with all its possibilit ies for success and happiness, 
is before us. Let us, in the lines of the preacher 
and poet, C. H. Dicker son, pay tribute t o the new 
year vows : 

"We haven't time today to write, 
But New Year's leaf is clean and white; 
But we'd be better off somehow, 
If we could keep a single vow. 

You know last New Year we swore off, 
Unless we had the whooping cough, 
We'd leave the "growler" in the cup 
And never take another sup. 

The chauffeur finds his tire is flat , 
His battery somehow won't bat, 
And then he tries the thing to crank-

"Bam" goes his vow, "blankety blank." 

We vowed each night we'd say our prayers, 
That "Now I lay me down" with care; 
But he comes in so vicious late, 
It wiped the praying off the slate. 

The choir singer comes to boost 
"This year up in that choir I'll roost"; 
But Sunday night forgets herself 
By calmly roosting somewhere else. 

When tires break, you vulcanize; 
When wires break, you use the plies; 
The only cure that's safe and sane

God is saying t o t h e chu rch t oday: Arise from s leep , 
fo r seldom , if ever in h istory h a s t he ministry of the 
ch urch been more n eeded t h a n now. And yet t·h er e are 
m a ny chur ches a n d ministers w h o seem to be w holly 
unconscio us of t h eir duties to t h eir time and p eople. 
God is saying to t h e church a nd ministry, Arise f rom

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<l ea din g le thargy of indiffere.nce; for ther e are those 
who seem a bsolutely indifferent to the needs a nd sor­
rows of the world , so long as they themselves a re com­
fortable a nd sa fe. God is saying to the church and 
min istry, Arise from pagan spirit of self satisfaction. 
There are ch urches and m ini sters which are completely 
satis fi ed with having fin e houses of worship, money 
e nou gh to ensure good music and eloqu en t prea ching . 
Such a cha urch and ministry there was in Laodicea. 
J es us said t o that church and minister, "Beca use tho u 
art lukewarm, a nd neither hot nor cold , I will spew 
t hee out of My mouth because thou sayest, I a m rich, 
a nd incr eased with goods , and have n eed of nothing; 
::rnd t hou lrnow est not that thou art a wretched cr eatur e . 
miserable f!n d poo1·; blind and naked." 

The second exhortation of God's call to t h e church 
a nd ministry is "Shine." Does t h e church of Christ, 
Christian Church or Disciples of Christ, stand before the 
world t oda y as a sh inin g light·'! If the church is to shine, 
its ministers must pr ea ch the sa me doctrine, wear th e 
same n am e, have the same rule of faith and practice , 
ohey the same ordina nces; because Paul said , "Now I 
beseech you , brethren , by t-h e name of' our Lord J esus 
Christ, t ha t ye a ll speak the same th ing , and t hat ther e 
be no divis ions a mong you; but that ye be perfectly 
join ed togethe 1· in the sam e mind and in the same judg­
men t. " Then we can sing, "Th e Church is one Founda­
t ion. " If a church is to shine the member s of that church 
11111 st he lp to ma ke it shin e . In them must be found the 
Yir t n es wh ich ma im a chu rch shin e befor e t h e Lord. 

Every lil'e can shine. Sometimes preachers speak of 
shi n in g lights, but you can not expect a n y minister to 
sh ine enou gh fo r a whole congr egation. Abou t a ll he 
r a n do is to k ee p his lamp from smokin g. How thell -~an 
a chu rc h sh ine '? The chur ch office r s. e lders a n d d eacons 
should be shining lights. Every member of the church 
should be shin ing light·s. The responsibilty is yours. God 
expects every member to shin e . 

"For your li ght is com e." 

That Shining Light is t he reason for the possibili ty or 
a shining life . "The glory of the Lord is risen u pon thee." 
The humblest life fi ll ed with the spirit of Ch rist will 
shine with heaven 's glory . 

The main thing a bout a lamp is that it gives light. 
It may be wonderfully wrou ght of expensive material 
and fin e workma nship, but if it does not g ive light it is 
no good as a lamp. The church is like the lamp. If it is 
not giving light to those who sit in darkness, i t is not 
,iustifyin.g its e •istence as a ch ur ch. Jesus said , "Let· your 
light so sh ine before men , that they may see your good 
works, a nd glor ify your Father which is in Heaven."

Editor's note; This sermon was preached by the late 
Elder W. H. Dickerson , ministe r and educator, who, 
with E lders P reston Taylor and Henry L. H erod, organ­
ized the National Missio.nary Convention .of Christian 
Churches.

fo r ever . " - Duet. 3 2; 40. The gr eat First Cause of all 
t hin ,~s . "All things were made through Him; a nd with­
out Him was not a nything made that hath been made." 
- J ohn 1: 3. P aul declares ( Heb. 1: 2): "Through H im 
t h e wo!'ld s wer e made." "vVho created h eaven and the 
thin gs that are 'therein, a nd th e sea and the things t hat 
are therein."- Rev. 10 : 6. 

·'SO." th e " so" in this verse is not understood by the 
a nge ls , and is beyond the reach of human mind . 

" LOVE D. " God loved and showed it . H is love cam e 
down to the fl oor upon which man stood ; yea , it went 
down in to the gulf of dispair into which helpless man 
had plunged himself. It pl eaded and wrest-led with h im . 
It wo ke h im , and called fo r his love. 

God so loved t h e " world"-not any one r a ce or na­
t io na lity . "Not th a t we loved God, but that H e loved us, 
a. n d sent- His Son to be t he propitation (atonin g sacrifice) 
fo r our sin s."-! J oh !1 4: 10. Has th er e ever been such 
love '? Does any of God's servants n ow have a love that 
does not know racial boundaries ? The love t h at expresses 
itse lf in terms of "your people " and "my people," is not 
fashioned a fter the love that God showed to the world. 
It was no t a limited love. "He loved the world ." 

"GA VE." God gave freely; gave a ll he had- His Son, 
His only Son. 

Tl1e liberality of a man is not to be measured by what 
h e actually g ives, but by what he has left , and his avowed 
purposes or intention of using what h e has left after 
he has made his gift. God had nothing l eft. "There re­
maineth no more sacrifice for sin ."- Heb. 10: 26. God 
had sent ma n y m essen gers before to m en , but now h e 
sends His last messenger. "If ye believe not t hat I am 
He, ye shall d ie in your sins."-Jolm 8:24. "Tha t who­
soever be!ieveth on Him might not perish." "Whosoever" 
is a word th a t has plenty of room in it-. It takes in a ll 
wh o will come, regardless of race , color, or previous 
cond it ions of life . T h e good , bad, disreputable, beggars , 
thieves, m urders, and even the vilest sinners are included 
in th is "Whosoever believeth on H im. " Fa it h in Christ 
leads t-o obed ience a nd salvation . 

Ther e is no standard of human experience, as some 
would h a ve it . Ther e is no waiting a t the pool fo r the 
troubling of the water. "\Ve do not have to come the way 
John Bunyan did- throu gh th e "slough of d espond ." 
When Andrew Fuller asked a n aged saint how long h e 
was in the " s lough of d espond ," h e r eplied, " I was never 
th ere a t a ll , Sir; I went straight to the cross of Christ." 
And t ha t is God 's way. Th ere is nothing between the 
s in ner and Christ except faith, r epentan ce, confession 
a nd baptism; and a ll th ese r equirements are easy work 
for th e sinner to do, and requires but little time. We 
a re told that they have been don e "the same hour of 
th e night ."-Acts 16:32 . In the mind of God and Jesus 
Christ, " et ernal life" is that which " has part in the first 
r esur r ection . "-Rev. l '0: 6. It is that life that is to be 
h a ppy a nd full of peace and joy after t h e resurrection, 
"at the last day." It is t he life t hat knows no t ears, nor 
sorrow, no cr ying, no pain , n o more d eath .- Rev. 21: 4. 
It is the life that shall ever be with the Lord.-! Thess . 
4: 17.
