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In Memoriam

IN MEMORIAM

Gecrge Calvin Campbell was born June
Gth, 1872, in Pinetown, N. C. His parents
were rice planters. At the age of seven-
teen, Dr. Campbell had educated himself
enough to be able to pass the county ex-
amination for school teachers. At that
early age he had for his first studeus in
the county grade school some of his own
brothers and sisters. He united with the
Church of Christ Composed of Disciples
at an early age. This group differs from
the Church of Christ or the Christian
Church in that they practice foot- wash-
ing as an act of worship, have no elders,
and have quarterly communion services

It was from this background that Dr.
Campbell walked to Hiram College in
Ohio around 1890. It was here that he
learned the way of the Lord more perfect-
ly and found out that some of the prac-
tices of the church of which he was raised
were unscriptural. He had at Hiram as
classmates W. R. Walker, President of
the Standard Publishing Company of Cin-
c¢innati, Ohio and P.H. Welsheimer, pastor
of one of the largest Christian (hurches
in the nation at Canton, Ohio. Follow-
ing three years at Hiram College he at-
tended three years at Wilberforce Uni-
versity, Xenia, Ohio,

At the age of 18 he was ordained to the
ministry. During all his school years he
pastored some church nearby. His first
pastorate was at Second Street Church
in Lexington, Kentucky. At various times
he held pulp‘ts at Nashville, Tenn, C lum-

bus, Ohio; Nicholasville, Ky., Carlilse

Ky.; and College Hill, Cincinnati, Ohio.
He built the first unit of the Woodland
Ave. Church in Kansas City, Mo. He had
a very successful pastorate at the Amour
Ave. Christian Church in Chicago, 111. for
12 years and left the church free of debt
with money in the bank towards buying
a building and with over 600 members.

He continued his educational work at
Lane Theological Seminar in Cincinnati,
Ohio and a year at Fisk University in
Nashville, Tenn. and then continued his
work at McCormick Theological Seminary
in Chicago. After three years he trans-
ferred to the University of Chicago where
he received the Bachelor of Arts degree
ard later from the same institution the
Master or Arts, the Bachelor of Ihilo-
sophy and Bachelor of Divinily degree.

In 1922 Dr. Campbell returned to North
Carolina where he was principal of the
(Goldsbero Christian Institute of Golds-
boro, N. C. four years. In the year 1927-
28 he was principal of the High School of
Bearfort County in Pentigo, N. C.

He held most of life a Grade A High
Scheol Principal's Certificate from the
Board of Public Instruction from Raleigh,
N. C. In 1929 he accepted a call to the
Cedar Ave. Church of Cleveland, Ohio
where he pastored for four years. In
1937 he resigned to accept the post as field
man for an orphanaged being run‘in Ir-
vington, Ky. by O. E. Singleton. In No-
vember of 1942 he came back to Cleve-
land as pastor of the Central Christian
Church were he has remained since. His
wide association in the Brotherhood gain-
ed by his travels for the orphanage made
him particularly helpful to the founding
of the Col'ege of the Scriptures.

In 1914 he was married to Miss Sadie
Combs formerly of Nicholasville, Ky. To
this unicn were born no children. Be-
sides Mrs. Campbell, Dr. Campbell is be-
reaved by a number of relatives near
Washington, N. C.

For abont forty years Bro. Campboall
had been advocating colleges such as we
have in Louisvile. In 1945 he joincd
Mark Maxey, Tibbs Maxey and Max
Randall in the founding of the Collage
of the Scripture. He accepted the post
of Vice President of the Corporat’on and
Doean of the college. He stood almost alone
for his vision of such a school. Our

missionary agencies promised a graduate
school attached to some existing univer-
sity.. He protested that this was not only
impractical but undersirable since most
of the men needing training for the Negro
ministry do not have adequate opporiunity
for high school and college training to
qualify for graduate work.

He aslo pointed out that graduate work
was not essential for serving the churches
but first a thorough knowledge of the fun-
damentals was essential to such a minis-
try. It was in 1943 that he and Brother
Tibbs Maxey made a happy connection
which was a definate answer to the prayer
of both. As soon as he was convinced
that Tibbs Maxey was going to give his
whole life to the venture and was convin-
ced that he was the man for the job, Dr.
Campbell accepted his responsibilities and
from then on poured out his life to make
this school a success. He was head of the
Old Testament department and taught
also Christian Ministry and Church His-
tory.

He has taught a full course ever since
and has continued his ministry. in Cleve-
land. His labors for the church and the
school drained his vitality. Dr. Camp-
beil gladly gave his strength, presence
and influence to make the institution pos-
sible.

Mrs. Sadie Campbell, who has been a
partial invalid for several years, devoted-
ly sacrificed many hours of fellowship
with him in order that he might continue
his work in Louisville. He spent two
weeks of every month n Louisville and
two in Cleveland.

Dr. Campbell departed this life at the
age of 78, Tuesday afternoon, February
1st, at 4:30 p. m., in his room at the Col-
lege of the Scriptures of a heart attack.
Pesides his loved ones he is morned deep-
1y, by the members of his church in Cleve-
land, and the student body, faculty and
Trustees of the College.

A GREAT MAN

When dcath claimed Dean George Cal-
vin Campbell, of the College of {he Serip-
tures, we said of him that which is writ-
ten in 2 Samuel 3:3.8 “Know ye not that
there is a prince and a great man fallen
this day in Isreal. "

I believe that the greatest interest in
his life was the interest he took in the
church and school. He did not seek op-
portunity to get into the public press. He
made no play for public favor he scram-
bled not for public notice, but moved al-
ways in the same direction, and that was
in the direction of what he conceived to
be his duty to God.

He was a silent man. The silent forces
of nature are the most powerful. Sound
is not force. Ome of the greatest forces
of nature is that silent one which
draws the waters from the oceans, the
rivers, -the ponds, and the creeks of the
world, and takes them to the hights from
which the generous clouds distribute them
to the waste places of the earth; and so
this silent man could not do other wise
than by his life exert a powerful and up-
lifting influence for good in the chruch
and school where he lived and patiently
worked and died.

When I think of the unjust treatment
Dean Campbell received from a certain
Missionary Society, some National Field
Workers, some congregations, some min-
isters and some State (onventions; it
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causes me to think of that which is writ-
ten in Isaiah 53 chapter. “He was wound-
ed for our transgressions, he 'was bruised
for our iniquities, despised and rejected
(by a certain state convention). Surely
he hath borne our griefs and carried our
sorrows, he opened not his mouth. For
the transgression of my people was he
stricken. He had done no violence, neit-
her was any deceit in his mouth, “He
was numbered with the transgressors;
and bare the sin of many”.

What a beautiful monument he has left.
A structure of his own hand. The heri-
tage of a pure and upright life. The
marble shaft erected over the grave by
family and friends may crumble to earth
and be forgotten, but the influence of his
good deeds will continue like the waves
of the mighty ocean, rolling on until they
break upon the farther shore. His in-
fluence will tend to strengthen and en-
courage the church and ministry long
after the body has turned to dust and the
marks of recognition shall have faded.

The passing of Degn Campbell has
touched the hearts of many men of like
passion in the spirit of Christ who labor
in the gospel. To us as humans it was a
loss, but to Dr. Campbell it was a gain.
As humans we feel that it is almost im-
possible to replace such a great teacher
of the gospel, but I believe that lives of
great christian men live on when they
have sown the seed of the gospel in the
hearts of men,, for soon or later the fruits
of the spirit will be evident.

Through the ages God has called men
off the wgll and replaced them with men
of like passion so the human soul will
not be left without a watchman He like
Apostle Paul has fought a long and good
fight and has kept the faith and we be-
lieve he hgs won his crown of righteous-
ness and has left an indeliable priut of
the wisdom of Christ with his fellow men.
I believe that he was not always under-
stood by the masses or even by the men
of the Brotherhood for his firm stand in
defense of the gospel from which he
never waivered, not for a moment.

We realize thagt he has been called by

many peculiar names such as old-fogy
who tcaches an obsolete doctrine in this
modern age. Our Christ was ecriticized
and called a Belzebug, but this did not
dampen his grder to do His master's will.
I recall some few years ago our contact
with him in our National Christian Mis-
sionary Convention in Lexington, Ken-
tucty, when he was persuaded to appear
dgiiy on the program by the president
W. H. Taylor of Baltimore, Md., to ap-
praise us of the highly important duties
that were upon us to preach and the
restoration of the primitive church of
Penticost, the doctrine and, audiances
that the spirit directed there from the
fountgin of our God to the souls of men.
"This he did during the convention with
1l quence and boldness the same as Apos-
{.e Paul did on Mars Hill.

1 rocall asking a number of the modern
ard liberal legders of the convention to
2o in to the session to hear him deai with
this vita. subject. I was told by them,
“We are tired of those old fogy ideas of
his that we could not afford to have
taught to the modern mind and expect to
bui.d a great church.  So 1. understood
{hoir language as a minister in hrist
Lecaus» they build thelr Churches on the
caads of moderism and liberalism which
today are being tested by the spirit of
our Chr st in his Gospel. They are be-
i-g weighed in the scales and found to be
much wgnting.

I believe that these men on whom he
has had his hands through years of teach-
ing are the channel through which his
life wlill live on through time qgnd eter-
nity, I am proud that 1 lived in an age
in which he also lived. He has been an
inspiration to me. As a trustee of the
Colleg of the Scripture, we had close
communion with him in his inspiring life.
In questioning him about things which
involved the souls of men he was slow
to answer. He did not theorize very
much but always said, thus saith the
Lord.

He wgs always anxious about the labor-
ers in the harvest fields of the ministry.
Yes, he had many degrees and honors
but he always honored his master teacher,
Christ the Son of God. He said too much
theory on the word of God by weak men
would serve as a stumbling block to the
souls of men. He was glways anxious
that he would not be a false teacher and
receive the condemnation recorder by our
Christ as recorded in Revelations 18th
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and 19th chapters. He was alwqays loved
by those whe love the true Gospel of our
Christ.

He never was as he stated interested
in conventions because he felt that they
were not a true thermometer of thé work
even in the local communities, and were
more or less the sounding brass gnd the
tinkling symbol, and believed in preach-
ing rallies where teaching could be ex-
pounded to the blessing of the commu-
nity.

We hope in the future that we all will
get some lesson from this thought from
this man of God who has now gone in
and left to us the task of saving this de-
cieved and sin cursed genergtion, and
our time is very short to do the job in.
But our orders are to fight on until we get
the word from our Lord to sheath our
swords and to fight no more. I believe
that he heard the words, “well done thou
2ood and faithful servant, thou hast been
faithful over these few things which 1
have entrusted in thy hgnds and 1 will
give thee a crown of life that fadeth not
away.”

DEAN C. G. CAMPBELL

The passing of Dr. G. C. Campbell, Feb-
rllic{rv 1st, 1949 -was indeed a shock to the

entue Brotherhood.

He was at this time Dean and Vice
Presideﬁt “Qf the College of the Scriptures.
His-going make a breach in the program
of the school that will be hard to fill. He
w>as‘ to the:school, what a gbnd fire is too o
cold roomy,” in a bleak ‘winter night, not
only will ‘thé school miss him lm"tw the en-
tiré protherhood will miss him.

He was a champion of the cause of New

Testament christianity. While many

differed from him on may minor points
all had to agree that he was really the
best - authority in our zion on the Bible
his scholastic ability put him in a class
by himself. Few men of his day hagd any
broader back ground for research than he
had. His hobby was books and if you
ask him what more [ am sure it would

have been more books.

As a pregcher you mnever heard him
many times other than in Chapel but
whenever you heard him you were made
to think. He was a deep thinker himself
and he ‘1:\1)()1'«‘(1 to make you think which
also is to his credit as g teacher. I think
he knew moré history than any one 1
had ever met before.
